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Starting in May of 2005 the faculty and staff of HTS met regularly to determine which type of project would best benefit and enrich our school community.  It was decided that the school would embark on an accreditation protocol that is a Guided Self-study.  This particular protocol uses a strategic plan as a vehicle for overall school improvement. 

The first step was to submit a project proposal to MSCES in December 2005.  The proposal, entitled Lifting Up Every Child, was reviewed and accepted by the MSCES staff in December 2005.  The basis of the project is to implement and design an elementary school model for utilizing the Jesuit model for decision-making and providing for our community’s spiritual formation and growth in character through a deeper understanding of Ignatian Spirituality.

In the spring of 2006 the faculty and staff of HTS developed a strategic plan that supports the project.  Specific goals were developed in five major areas for growth. These five major areas are:



*  Academic and Cognitive Development



*  Emotional and Affective Development



*  Physical Development



*  Spiritual and Moral Formation



*  Liturgical and Sacramental Formation

In the fall of 2006 Holy Trinity School (HTS) made further preparations to receive re-accreditation by the Middle States Commission on Elementary Schools (MSCES) by hosting a visiting/evaluation team in November. In April 2007, we received a letter from MSCES letting us know that are proposal was accepted.
The Project has many exciting components to it that are being implemented at Holy Trinity School. The overall school themes that have been and are being used by HTS are directly linked to the five main philosophies of Jesuit Spirituality.  They are listed here in the order that they were or are to be used:  2006-2007 - “Finding God in All Things “, 2007-2008 - “Ad Majorem Dei Gloriam – AMDG” (For the Greater Glory of God), 2008-2010 - “Cura Personalis” (Care of the Individual), 2010-2011 - “Children For Others”,  2011 – 2012 - “Magis” (More), and back to “Finding God in All Things” in 2012 -2013.  

There have been and will continue to be many opportunities for all members of the HTS community to develop an understanding of Ignatian Spirituality as well as the Jesuit philosophy and traditions which guide our school.
