On behalf of the Holy Trinity School Advisory Board, I would like to welcome you to Holy Trinity School (HTS). 
 
HTS is the oldest elementary school in the District of Columbia and is a Catholic school established in the Jesuit tradition. The philosophy of St. Ignatius, and the Society of Jesus that he founded, informs the mission of HTS.
 
The Holy Trinity School Advisory Board (SAB) is made up of parents, alumni, parishioners and community leaders appointed by the pastor and principal and charged with advising the school leadership team in the governance of the school and in meeting the school's mission.  A non-governing board, the SAB provides strategic advice and in a variety of areas that promote the educational strength and Jesuit identity of the school.  
 
The SAB has a number of important working committees that serve as critical resources in advancing the Board's work including: Strategic Planning; Budget and Finance; Admissions, Curriculum and Standards; Technology; Marketing and Communications; Development; and Buildings and Facilities.  Each of these Committees relies on the service and expertise of school, parent and parish volunteers whose contributions are at the heart of the work of the Board.
 
Last year, the SAB was tasked with creating a strategic plan for the school that would serve as a comprehensive roadmap to advance the mission of HTS.  The SAB worked with key Holy Trinity constituencies (school, parish, families) to build consensus and create a meaningful, action-oriented plan that will guide the work of the school over the next 3 to 5 years.
 
With the planning stage near complete, the SAB will focus its work during the upcoming school year on achieving the goals and meeting the benchmarks identified in the strategic plan.  The Strategic Plan will be available on the school website at the beginning of the 2011-2012 school year. 
 
Each winter, the SAB makes a formal call for nominations.  Please consider nominating yourself for a position on the SAB or one of its committees.  Finally, updates on the work of the SAB will be available on the HTS website.
